Heather Blitz Clinic by Stacey Ade 

WEG alternate rider Heather Blitz gave a clinic at Bella Stables in Sandy on June 12th and 13th.  The turnout was great with a 

waiting list of riders and a good number of spectators.  Heather Blitz is an international Grand Prix rider who has been based 

in Europe for the past few years.  She is also a popular and successful clinician with her ôMind Your Ridingõ Tour in the US 

and Europe, which focuses on the effect of the riderõs body and aids on the horse at all levels and teaches a clear and easy 

to understand system of training to riders of all levels. 

Heather has a way of communicating that is very easy to understand.  She strips riding down to its simplest form and has 

very clear and easy analogies that helped every rider at the two day clinic.  Heather says that most riders tend to make riding 

way more complicated than it really is and we often get in the way of our horses with our bodies as well as with the thoughts 

of what we òthinkó we should be doing while we are riding.  

 

 

Though there were underlying themes that Heather taught that carried over to most riders, spectators got to see very differ-

ent levels of horses and riders.  They were also able to see a transformation with every ride.  One theme was the idea of a 

medicine ball being under the horse.  When the horseõs weight is back, the imaginary ball rolls towards the back of the horse 

and when then horse gets too much weight on the forehand the imaginary ball rolls forward.  The idea is to keep the ball 

back and Heather had many riders stop and back their horse or do downward transitions to get the horseõs medicine ball 

back.  Horses became not only lighter but were much more responsive and less spooky as they paid more attention to their 

riders.   

 

  

Another concept was that of òHeatheringó, a term used by Heatherõs students to describe the way Heather rides the horseõs 

shoulders.  Many riders ride their horseõs neck or mouth which can cause a horse not to be truly straight.  It also hinders 

their softness and ability to lift up their backs.  By riding the shoulders and turning the horse like a bus and utilizing the out-

side rein, riders were able to get their horses truly straight and stop the falling out that often occurs when we try to turn and 

òbendó our horses. 

 

 

Heather also did some long lining sessions and that was very good to see.  Long lining is truly an art form all in its self! 

Being a firm believer in the methods that Heather has learned and teaches from Mary Wanless, it was exciting to not only 

see that very simple ideas can totally transform your horse, but that so many spectators got so much out of the clinic.  Riders 

and spectators had many light bulb moments over the two day clinic.  Riders ranged from Training Level to FEI.  Madeline 

Birch was one rider who was sponsored to ride in the clinic.  Heather was impressed with her horse and level of skill in rid-

ing.  This was not only a great clinic for those at the lower levels but also for riders like Maddie Birch who is qualified to ride 

in the North America Young Riderõs Championships later in July.   
 

Thank You Marlo Vivenzio and Stephanie Brown-Beamer for bringing great bio mechanic guros to Utah like Heather Blitz and 

Joanie Bolton.  The educational value they give is truly priceless! No matter where we are in our Dressage education, there is 

always something to learn and a new way to have a technique explained that can make all the difference!

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As people are becoming more aware of the need for helmets in many different sports, somehow the equestrian  world has missed the boat. Sports enthusiasts 

from cyclists, to skiers, and skateboarders are all wearing helmets., They now understand the risks with potential impact should they fall, hit a tree, or be hit by 

a car. And yet, riders on living, thinking animals seem to forget the risks.    

 

Horseback riding has one of the highest accident rates for minor injuries.   Many  people think riding motorcycles is highly dangerous, but in fact, riding horses 

ranks at about the same level!  

 

When you take a fall, a certified helmet absorbs energy by crushing and extending your heads stopping time to reduce the peak impact on the brain signifi-

cantly. Troxel Performance Headgear say this: 

 

-The Troxel helmet is not designed for multiple impact use. Impact can cause unseen damage to the helmet. Return for replacement 

after accident, or destroy helmet and replace. 

- Fasten all retention straps securely. 

-Do not modify the helmet or its attachments. 

-Helmets may be damaged if exposed to temperatures exceeding 130ºF (dark gear bags or auto storage temperatures can exceed 

180ÜF on hot summer days). Heat damage is not covered under Troxelõs warranty. 

-Helmets should not be exposed to or stored near volatile chemicals such as acids, solvents, pool chemicals, paints, paint 

thinners, fertilizers, pesticides and herbicides. (Storing near any of these solvents can destroy the strapping of the helmet.) 

-Due to evolving helmet standards, technologies and the  potential for unseen material deterioration, it is recommended 

that you replace your helmet every five years.

It is easy to forget how quickly things can go wrong. If your horse is quiet and rarely gets startled, you might not think that anything could happen. But all it 

takes is a sudden noise, a miss step, or something that catches his eye and you could be seriously injured.   Even for a professional trainer like myself I know it 

is very important to wear a helmet. Not only to protect my head but also to be an example to those younger than me that helmets are important. Also bike 

helmets are not efficient for protecting the skull when riding horses as they are designed very specifically to the different types of impacts. 

 

Courtney King, an Olympic Dressage competitor, made me realize how important helmets really are. She is in critical condition and a good example of a horse 

just tripping and her head hitting the ground caused a skull fracture. "Courtney's accident reminds us all how vulnerable we are around horses." 

 

So many adults refuse to wear helmets. They are hot,  uncomfortable, and they don't look good.  And yet, as a rider becomes more experienced, the risk of 

injury during a fall tends to go up. This is because it generally takes something a lot bigger to get them off, and the potential for landing badly increases with 

the explosiveness of the situation.  

 

I hope after reading this article about helmet safety there will be a light bulb go on in your head and something will shift. You wonõt care about looking good 

while you ride your horse. Adults will care about setting an example to young children that wearing a helmet is far more important than being hot or uncomfort-

able. Think about what happened to Courtney, an amazing Top Dressage young rider. It can happen to absolutely anyone, no excuses.
